Service Hours FAQs
I get many questions about Confirmation service hours.  Here is a FAQ with our most asked questions. 
Q: How many hours are the children required to complete?
A: Our program requires the children to complete 10 hours of service to the community.  Of these, 3 hours, are to be in service of the church. 
Q: What kind of activities are acceptable for service?
A: Below are some ideas for service, but it is really simple. We will accept volunteer actions done in service to others that are not a usual chore.

Q: Can hours completed over the summer count?
A: Yes, hours completed during the summer once the school year ends can count towards their hours for Confirmation.
