Confirmation 2026-2027 Parent Preparation Agreement
Confirmation Preparation: The two-year Confirmation Program (typically Grades 7-8) helps students strengthen their identity as Catholic Christians and embrace their call to witness and service. Preparation includes catechetical sessions, a retreat experience, service opportunities, sponsor and saint name selection, and an interview with either our parish vicar or Pastor.  If you child was not enrolled in religious education through 6th grade, they will be required to complete 3 years of formation prior to receiving Confirmation. 

I am committed to my child’s preparation for Confirmation. I will help with my child’s Religious Education assignments and overall sacramental preparation at home.
· I will send my child each week to Religious Education class on time, and for the entire class period; if my child is absent more than three times without a true, compassionate reason, the reception of the Sacraments may be delayed. Three tardies is the equivalent to one absence.
· I will take my child to Mass every Sunday and all Holy Days of Obligation.
· I will attend the mandatory Parent Meetings. If I cannot make a meeting due to serious circumstances, ie., an emergency, sickness, wedding, or funeral, It is my responsibility to notify the Religious Education Office as soon as reasonably possible and schedule a meeting in person.
· I affirm that my child’s Faith Formation takes precedence over extracurricular activities, including sports.
· Home school parent; I will ensure my child will complete 100 percent of the homeschool curriculum by May 1, 2026.
All Religious Education, Homeschool, diocesan school families: 
· I will ensure my child’s attendance at the Mandatory Confirmation Retreat.
· I will ensure that my child turns in all required assignments:
· 10 hours of service and complete their reflection essay
· Selection of their patron saint and complete a report based on given requirements.
· Selection of their Confirmation Sponsor and have them complete an eligibility form completed at their home parish. 
· Passing all knowledge assessments with a score of 60% or higher
· Help prepare my child for their sit down interview with one of the priests of the parish.
· I will ensure my child’s full participation in the Confirmation Practice. 
· I commit to sending my child to class until the last day of Religious Education, May 23, 2027.
Failure to complete the above requirements may delay my child’s reception of Confirmation for this school year. However, Confirmation will be administered later when my child and I can complete them.
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
